The German postfaktisch (post-factual) was selected as word of the 
year by the German language society Gesellschaft für deutsche 
Sprache (GfdS). It refers to the growing tendency of “political and 
social discussions” to be dominated by “emotions instead of facts”.


Ever greater sections of the population are ready to ignore facts,  
and even to accept obvious lies willingly. Not the claim to truth,  
but the expression of the ‘felt truth’ leads to success in the  
‘post-factual age’.



By the turn of the century, government was 
already less about the “truth” than about 
how “truths” could be spun.


So-called “spin doctors” took centre stage; 
it was government by Public Relations.



Each of us lives in our own bubble. Increasingly, we become 
so secure in our bubbles that we start accepting only 
information, whether it’s true or not, that fits our opinions, 
instead of basing our opinions on the evidence that is out 
there. As a result, our individual abilities to separate accurate 
ideas from wrong-headed assertions are deteriorating. All we 
do is reject evidence that contradicts our favorite politician 
by declaring the source to be unreliable on the very grounds 
that it tells a different story than the one we’d like to be true.



The way we are wired to accept facts as truth 
based on trust in those who supposedly know, 
make us ripe for manipulation and exploitation by 
those who have an agenda to push, especially if 
they can discredit all other sources of information.
