Al-Erini - احمد جهاد إبراهيم العريني fueling the 
"Hunger in Gaza" campaign. He works for the 
Turkish news agency "Anadolu" - الأناضول, a 
well-known propaganda arm of Erdogan's regime. 

In his pictures shown in the West, Gazan children 
are depicted as supposedly starving to death. But 
doctors who examined this photo (and others like 
it) note that these are sick children & not victims of 
mass starvation. Some of the pictures were even 
taken from Yemen (not Gaza) or they were created 
by artificial intelligence.

According to Italian media, Palestinian "journalist" Bayan Abu Sultan 
was allegedly caught faking an injury in Gaza for propaganda. They 
also criticise Western media for spreading it without checking the facts.



Gazan photographer Anas Zayed Ftelha stages the 
“suffering” of Palestinians for the world public, to the 
benefit of Hamas & its propaganda. German Newspaper 
“Bild” reports: Emaciated children, desperate mothers, 
and people begging for food with empty pots. These 
photos from Gaza are circulating around the world.  
They move millions and influence politics worldwide. 



Before the war, an average of 73 food and aid trucks were brought 
into the Gaza Strip daily; today about 80 are brought in. 
Since the beginning of the war, Israel has allowed more than 70,000 
trucks and about 1.5 million tons of humanitarian aid into Gaza – a 
figure that is probably unprecedented in the history of wars. 
The vast majority of the aid is looted by Hamas. 
Almost all the pictures of "hunger" from Gaza (if not all) show 
children who are sickly thin alongside healthy parents. There is no 
such thing as "selective hunger."



The UN refuses to distribute to Gazans more than 900 food trucks 
that have been inspected and approved by Israel, and their contents 
are rotting in the sun on the Gaza side of the border crossings. 
Israel allows any Gazan who wants to leave the Strip to do so  
– Egypt closes the exit to them. 
There is no hunger in Gaza – there are hostages.  
Once Hamas releases them and disarms, the war will end.







Israel’s disengagement from Gaza in 2005 was a unilateral withdrawal of all 
Israeli security forces and settlements from the Gaza Strip in Aug. - Sept. 2005. 
The disengagement plan garnered significant controversy: those who 
supported it believed that moving Israel out of Gaza would reduce friction 
between Israelis and Palestinians, as well as free up vast sums of money to 
advance other issues on the national security agenda. Those who opposed the 
plan argued that radical Palestinian groups, specifically Hamas, would declare 
that they had gained all of Gaza without any concession to the Israelis, 
strengthening and emboldening the Palestinian opposition movements. 
Further, they argued, by ceding control of the borders, Gaza would have greater 
access to weapons, both in quantity and quality. This would make security 
infinitely worse for Israel. Hamas took control of the Gaza Strip in 2007.
