1. O Lord, You have searched me and known me! 
2. You know when I sit down and when I rise up; You discern my 

thoughts from afar. 
3. You search out my path and my lying down and are acquainted 

with all my ways. 
4. Even before a word is on my tongue, behold, O Lord, You know it 

altogether.

Wonderful are Your works; my soul knows it very well.

15. My frame was not hidden from You, when I was being 
made in secret, intricately woven in the depths of the earth. 

16. Your eyes saw my unformed substance; in Your book were 
written, every one of them, the days that were formed for 
me, when as yet there was none of them.

2. For people will be lovers of self, lovers of money, proud,

4. treacherous, reckless, swollen with conceit, lovers of 
pleasure rather than lovers of God, 

5. having the appearance of godliness, but denying its 
power. Avoid such people.

Firstly: we must pray  
pray His Word  
pray in tongues  
pray for opportunities  
pray that we hear what He is saying  
pray that we will be obedient to what He requires



Secondly - ask for obedient courage to step out



Thirdly, be ready and able to share your own 
testimony briefly of how you became born-again.



Fourthly, encourage people to seek for God for themselves. 
“God will You please reveal Yourself to my friend who is genuinely 
searching for You.”



12. Then you will call upon Me and come and pray to 
Me, and I will hear you. 

13. You will seek Me and find Me, when you seek Me 
with all your heart.
