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The Bible consistently shows that the last days are uniquely marked by an 
intensified and essential work of the Holy Spirit.  
Understanding the Holy Spirit’s role is not optional: it is a biblical mandate 
for a Church called to stand, witness, and overcome in turbulent times. 
Jesus taught that the last days will be filled with deception, false teaching, 
moral decline & spiritual resistance. 
The Church’s mission to preach the gospel, make disciples and to stand as 
light and salt demands the Holy Spirit’s boldness, the discernment of the 
Spirit and the power of the Holy Spirit. We won’t accomplish these things 
in human strength & wisdom.



Revelation 2:18-21

18. And to the angel of the church in Thyatira write: The Son of God, 
who has eyes like a flame of fire, and His feet are like burnished 
bronze, says this: 

19. I know your deeds, and your love and faith and service and 
perseverance, and that your deeds of late are greater than at first. 

20. But I have this against you, that you tolerate the woman Jezebel, 
who calls herself a prophetess, and she teaches and leads My 
bond-servants astray so that they commit acts of immorality and 
eat things sacrificed to idols. 

21. I gave her time to repent, and she does not want to repent of her 
immorality.

The term “Jezebel” or  “Jezebel spirit” is used in Christian circles today to 
refer to someone using false spiritualty to manipulate & to control others. 
It is outworked in counterfeit prophetic ministry & is manifested in false 
prophecy, spiritual manipulation, self-exaltation & also immorality.

He who has an ear, let him hear 
what the Spirit says to the churches.

I've seen a lot of fake but I've seen a lot of real. The 
real is worth it. I will allow the fake, I don't want the 
fake on the platform because I don't want to promote 
the fake but I'll allow the fake in the room because I 
so believe in the genuine. I've had people say over 
the years, “you know, some of this seems fake.” I go, 
“it is!” They go, “what?” I go, “most of it's fake.” 

 I've been watching this 40 years. Most places that 
I've been, the majority of the manifestations are not 
caused by the Holy Spirit. But the problem is, it's not 
all fake and the genuine is in our midst.



And I will allow a whole lot of Hamburger Helper 
(embellishment, fleshly hype) to allow the genuine to 
take place. I won't promote it, but I will allow it 
because the genuine is so important to the kingdom 
of God. But that always throws people. If they're 
young and new at this, they go, ”It is fake?” I go, "yes it 
is!”  You can understand that the real and the genuine 
and the fake all exist together in one setting. And it's 
that way everywhere. It's not any different here than 
anywhere. I've been in revival, renewal, Holy Spirit 
settings in many countries. It's the same everywhere, 
no matter who, no matter what, no matter where.
